Hot water for sanitary use must be kept at
a temperature of at least 60°C or higher in
order to control any growth of Legionella
bacteria. However, such water is too hot for
immediate use. The Thermostatic Mixing
Valve will reduce the temperature down to a
pleasant, safe and constant level.

The Thermostatic Mixing Valve is mounted
between the hot water appliance and the
taps of the sanitary facilities. The aim is to
keep the mixing water used at the taps at a
constant, pre-set temperature.

TheThermostatic Mixing Valve has a control
element/sensor. Through expansion and
contraction, this sensor continuously controls
the flow of hot and cold water. The mix water
temperature can be set between 30°C and 70°C
(by turning the black knob on top of the valve).
